Brewery Hopes to Spotlight TART Trails with Interactive Geocaching Event

Geocaching, an activity that continues to grow in popularity worldwide, is essentially a high-tech scavenger hunt in which participants use GPS units to locate hidden treasures, or “caches,” throughout the world.  According to geocaching.com, the official global GPS cache hunt website, there are almost 800,000 caches hidden throughout the planet for adventurers to discover.  Traditional caches typically include a small goodie and a log book for participants to record their visit.
Each day, Right Brain will be hiding a different cache along the TART Trail or at a Smart Commute breakfast event.  The caches will not only be located via GPS coordinates but will be accessible to those who do not have GPS units.  Clues will be provided via the Right Brain website, RightBrainBrewery.com, and through e-blasts to those who’d like to participate regardless of technological ability.

The caches will contain sets of numbers that each participant must retain each day.  On Friday, June 5, all participants should belly up at Right Brain Brewery for the Cache Bash at 6:30 p.m. with each number in hand.  The numbers will match words in a scramble that participants must solve in order to be entered into a drawing for a variety of valuable prizes honoring Smart Commute Week’s culmination.  Prizes will be awarded at 7:30 p.m.  Players do not need to be present to win.
